Last night, I talked to Mr. Xiaolin Shi, China Foundation Representative 

for Education in China.  He has built more than 10 schools for the China

> Foundation in various provinces, including the Boarding School and 

Home for AIDS orphans in Shanxi Province just completed in 2006.  He will 

start to plan for this special school for children with AIDS with Dr. Guo 

Xiaoping, Director of the LinFen Infectious Hospital and the AIDS Clinic, 

Center of Excellence, the China Foundation and the AIDS Healthcare Foundation

established in LinFen, Shanxi Province.  Usually, the actual cost for building a school by the China Foundation is about two to three times the money we raise, thanks to Mr. Shi's experiences and good connections with local governments.  We shall start to build the school after New Year and hope to complete the school in September 2007.  This is the first 

formal Primary School (Elementary School and Junior High School) for 

children  with AIDS in China and possibly in the world.  There are only some 

projects to train children with AIDS to make baskets and other items for sale, 

because people consider children with AIDS are not going to be productive and 

formal education is not necessary.  Good AIDS drugs for children are now available

to control their infections, education is very important to help those children to live a normal and productive life.  It is also important to educate them not to spread the HIV to others and live to be a responsible and happy person.
